Preventing or Delaying Pre-Diabetes or type 2
Diabetes: Small steps can lead to big rewards.

Type 2 Diabetes is a disease in which blood sugar levels
are above normal. Cells in the body are unable to use the
blood sugar properly. This can cause problems including
heart disease, stroke, blindness, and kidney disease. Blood
sugar levels are higher than normal in pre-Diabetes. They
are not high enough to be classified as type 2 diabetes.

Diabetes is a silent disease. You could have it for years and
never know it. If you are 45 years or older consider being
tested for pre-diabetes or diabetes. If you are overweight,
it is strongly recommended that you get tested. Ask your
doctor if you are at risk.

The good news is there is something you can do. Keep
your weight in control. Find out the number of calories
per day that are reasonable for you.

Eat meals that are high in fruits, vegetables and whole grain
foods. Limit foods that are high in sugar of any kind or in
saturated fat or trans fats.

Stay active most days of the week. These small steps can
lead to big rewards.
